• Observe children’s interactions and promote positive social emotional learning 

• Identify behavioral problems and determine the right course of action 

• Collaborate with colleagues 

• Always maintain proper supervision of children 

• Adhere with teaching standards and safety regulations as established by the 
state of Iowa and Indianola Preschool

• Knowledge of child development and up-to-date education methods 

• Patience, flexibility, and love for children 

• Strong communication and time management skills 

• Strong interpersonal skills 

• Ability to work as part of a team 

• Assess students, document progress, and share with families appropriately
